ORDER VACATING AND REMANDING 

These are consolidated appeals from judgments of conviction, 

pursuant to guilty pleas, of felon in possession of a firearm, possession, 

manufacture, or disposition of a short-barreled rifle or shotgun, and second-

degree kidnapping.

The State concedes that the district court's sentence on
